A 12-man CACCI delegation
led by President Amb.

The seven-day trip covering the
two countries provided the delegation
the opportunity to strengthen ties
between CACCI and Vietnamese and
Indonesian government officials and
businessmen and seek their support for
the Confederation and its activities.

development (seaports, highways). He
also underscored the need of Vietnam
for agricultural technology particularly
in processing and cultivation, as well as
in agriculture education and training.
