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Amb. Yujuico Leads Successful Presidential Visit to Nepal

successful Presidential visit last month, 

this time to Nepal from September 

4 to 7, 2011. He was accompanied 

by a 16-man delegation composed 

of key chamber officers and leading 

businessmen from Hong Kong, the 

Philippines, Russia, and Taiwan.

Organized and hosted by the 

Federation of Nepalese Chambers of 

Commerce and Industry (FNCCI), 

the visit was aimed at providing the 

CACCI visitors the opportunity to 

promote CACCI in Nepal and explore 

possible joint business ventures and 

investment cooperation with their 

Nepalese counterparts. 

The Nepal trip was Amb. Yujuico�s 

third visit to Primary Members since he 

took the helm of CACCI in July 2010. 

The first visit was in Iran on December 

4-8, 2010, and the second one took place 

in August 2011 covering two countries, 

namely Vietnam (August 11-13) and 

Indonesia (August 15-16). 

Through these visits, President 

Yujuico hopes to gather first-hand 

information on the business situation 

in the host country; further build up the 

image of CACCI by making courtesy 

calls on heads of states, economic 

ministers, and other high-ranking 

government officials; and meet with 

local business leaders.

The CACCI Presidential Visit to 

Nepal was successful in generating 

huge awareness about CACCI, its 

importance, and its activities, among 

the highest level of government, senior 

government officials, media, business 

sector and among the general public 

of Nepal. The delegation�s various 

meetings were widely covered in the 

Nepalese media, which introduced 

CACCI to the general Nepalese public 

as well as business community. 

The visit also resulted in the 

recruitment of a large number of 

CACCI Lifetime Special Members 

from Nepal, and gave further impetus 

to recruit more in the near future.

The four-day schedule for the 

Presidential visit allowed the CACCI 

delegat ion to meet  with various 

government officials to exchange 

views on trade and investment issues 

as well as identify areas where Nepal 

and CACCI member countries may 

strengthen their economic relations. 

The delegation also had the opportunity 

to network with FNCCI officers, 

members and other local businessmen, 

as well as to experience some of the 

tourist attractions and places of interest 

in Nepal.

investment priority areas, which he 

said included hydropower, tourism, 

telecommunication, infrastructure 

development (e.g., railways, airport), 

banking, and housing construction, 

among others. In response, Amb. 

Yujuico told Governor Khatiwada that 

he was exploring the possibility of 

setting up several businesses which he 

believed have good potential in Nepal, 

such as convenience stores, gaming, 

and money shops. He said that, if 

government policy allows and supports 

such businesses, he would seek local 

partners from among FNCCI members.

The delegation also informed the 

Central Bank Governor about the Asian 

Bankers Association (ABA), which was 

organized in 1981 under the CACCI 

umbrella, to provide a platform for 

commercial banks in the Asia-Pacific 

region to network and cooperate with 

each other. The delegation expressed 

hope that banks from Nepal would 

consider joining the ABA as it will 

enable them to reach out into the Asian 

markets as well as allow banks from 

other countries to explore opportunities 

in the Nepalese banking and financial 

sector.
